Orla is a 2nd year student. She is a confident and chatty girl. She can be
disruptive in some classes. However, there are days when she can be
focused and enjoys learning that is meaningful to her.
 
Her attendance can be erratic, leading to gaps in her knowledge.
Homework is also an issue a lot of the time. Today she arrives late to
class. When asked why she is late, she ignores the teacher and sits in her
seat but does not take out books. 

When asked to get ready for class, she starts to root in her bag noisily.
When it looks like she has her materials ready, the teacher calls on her for
an answer from the homework. There is a long silence. When prompted for
the answer once more it is obvious that the homework is missing. 

The teacher states sternly that he will need to see her at the end of class.
At that stage she shouts out that she won’t be staying behind after class.
She packs her bag and storms out of the classroom. The teacher calls
after her but she does not respond. Once class is over, the teacher notes
the behaviour on the school system (VSware/Compass). As he does so,
he notices that she is on the pastoral care list. He hadn’t noticed this
before. 

He approaches a member of the pastoral care team later that day and
informs them of the incident. He learns that Orla’s parents have recently
separated and she is currently living between two homes.
